This past year, we saw Waterloo Park come 
alive as a gathering place for all. Families 
explored nature together, fitness enthusiasts 
found their rhythm, over 6,000 community 
members joined us for Día de los Muertos, and 
national touring concerts brought music and 
joy to Moody Amphitheater.

None of this would be possible without you 
– our donors, volunteers, partners, and park 
visitors. Everyone who celebrated with us at 
Pop-Up Picnic in April and the supporters who 
helped us raise $1.57 million at our annual 
Glow in the Park in October. Volunteers who 
helped steward our natural spaces and others 
who became citizen scientists during our 
monarch butterfly tagging project. Our Park 
Ambassadors who welcome park visitors every 
day. And our generous community-minded 
sponsors who help make our community 
programming free and open to all of Austin.

You ALL are the heartbeat of Waterloo Greenway.

As we make our way into 2026, I'm thrilled 
about what's coming. On June 6, Phase II: The 
Confluence will open, adding 14 acres to our 
urban park system and expanding our ability 
to serve this community. We'll continue our 
mission to create extraordinary public spaces 
that promote health, wellness, connection, 
and joy for all Austinites. And together, we will 
reclaim these amazing gathering spaces along 
Waller Creek.

Thank you for believing in the power of parks 
to transform lives and build community. I can't 
wait to see you at Waterloo Park – and soon, at 
The Confluence!



REALIZING 
OUR VISION...
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At the heart of the project is the restoration 
of Waller Creek, trail construction, native 
landscapes, and new public gathering spaces. 
Phase II will connect multiple popular 
destinations in downtown, allowing visitors to 
travel along Waller Creek and away from busy 
streets and intersections.

As we approach one of our biggest milestones yet 
with the opening of Phase II: The Confluence, we 
thank everyone who has helped fund the design 
and construction thus far, including leadership 
gifts from the Canfield Family Foundation, 
Tejemos Foundation, Transwestern, Sugar Creek 
Foundation, Colin Corgan, Susan and Gary 

Farmer, the Fondren Foundation, the Hartman 
Family, Still Water Foundation, Carmel and Tom 
Borders, and Buena Vista Foundation.

Waterloo Greenway represents a major 
community effort and commitment. Our shared 
vision and civic leadership ensures that this 
legacy project will be enjoyed and embraced by 
generations to come. As part of our partnership 
with the City of Austin, Waterloo Greenway is 
responsible for raising $35 million in private 
philanthropic donations for Phase II of Waterloo 
Greenway which includes the Confluence and 
Palm Park. To date, we’ve raised $27 million with 
$8 million left to raise for Phase II by 2028.

Waterloo Greenway Phase II: The Confluence will open to the public on June 6, 2026! 
The project is a public-private partnership between Waterloo Greenway Conservancy 
and the City of Austin, with design by Michael Van Valkenburgh Associates and 
construction by Jay-Reese Contractors.



On October 24, 2025, the Biofiltration Pond was 
completed with support from the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers. The pond improves water quality, removes 
debris, and creates a more resilient ecosystem along 
Waller Creek.

Concept design kicked off for Phase III: 4th - 12th 
Streets, focusing on Waller Creek restoration and 
an accessible trail linking Waterloo Park with the 
Confluence. 

Additionally, construction began on Symphony 
Square plumbing upgrades and is expected to be 
completed in Spring 2026.

Throughout 2025, design and construction of Waterloo 
Greenway progressed as scheduled. 

In January, The Hartman Bridge opened to the public, 
marking a significant milestone in the development of 
Phase II, as well as the urban landscape of downtown 
Austin. The new pedestrian bridge improves the 
trail experience and advances the vision of a safe, 
accessible, vibrant, and nature-infused downtown.

Major Phase II accomplishments throughout the year 
include installing lighting throughout the project, 
planting large trees extensively, building the creek bed 
south of 3rd Street, installing permeable pavement, 
and completing the Leaf Deck and Outdoor Classroom.

Wildlife Connections
In 2025 we continued watching Mexican Free-Tailed Bats fly from Waller Creek. 
Travis Audubon conducted quarterly bird surveys and hosted park bird walks. 
Each fall, volunteers tag monarch butterflies for migration research through 
Monarch Watch – last year we tagged 175!

Park Ambassadors
Thanks to our partnership with the Downtown Austin Alliance, Waterloo Park 
Ambassadors help keep the park clean and safe, making Waterloo Greenway and 
all of downtown a welcoming space for all! 

Tree & Lawn Maintenance
Waterloo Greenway staff, Parks & Recreation Forestry, and Clean Scapes Certified 
Arborists coordinate regular tree care and pruning. Organic lawn care each winter 
improves drainage and replenishes nutrients after the busy programming and 
concert season.

Park Volunteer Opportunities
Volunteer support keeps the park thriving. Each winter, volunteers prepare for 
spring by cutting back groundcovers, shrubs, and grasses. In 2025, we partnered 
with the Texas Master Naturalist Program and the Capital Area chapter to help 
steward the city's natural resources.

With 11 acres to explore, Waterloo Park offers plenty of space for quiet reflection, 
energizing activity, wildlife sightings, and adventurous meandering.
